Seasonal vegetables and fruits will be delivered weekly from local farms and we have found a fab supplier of free range and organic eggs – double yokes too. 

As well as fresh produce we hope to make your busier lives easier by stocking a range of ready made meals, tarts, soups and pies for you to pick up on your way home. Winter warmers to whet your appetite this Autumn include great vegetarian dishes such as Roasted Red Pepper Lasagna, Vegetable & Hazelnut Wellington, Stilton & Cranberry Tart, and for the carnivores among you we have yummy Salt Marsh Lamb & Mint pie, Suffolk Chicken and Free Range Ham Pies…………all with that home baked taste and style.

To accompany the above we have a great selection of preserves and pickles which no larder should be without………….
